KNOW YOUR DONKEY

We fetch together donkeys in the meadow to leatntggut them their « licol ».

We shall take time to present you your donkeysabd good relation settles down between you.

We explain you how to take charge in detail ofrydonkeys (with brushing, with cleaning out feetjla

give you a small bag with all the necessary mdteria

We show you how to equip your donkeys by giving ttoelindispensable advices so that your donkeys do
not injure themselves: donkeys are equipped wihcksaddle of porterage with crosspieces on wheh w
hang on two big bags which are supplied to youiamhich you can store your luggage. These bgsba
must be filled with the same weight of luggage #ordt, we shall supply you a steelyard which vaillow

you to weigh your big bags in every departure.

A donkey carries up to 40 kilos maximum, weight obags AND child, if this weight is exceeded, it is
your back which carries the rest.

View of the maximum weight that a donkey can cawg, advise generally to take a donkey for 3 to 4
persons. This rule often varies according to the @fgthe children accompanying the hike and witkirth
capacity to walk enough for a long time: in evease& we propose you a number of asses which, by
experience, seems to us adapted to your group.

Our donkeys are kind and docilebecause we educated them with respectfully aridra. We tested
them all on the circuits which you go through. Tlaeg professionals of the hike but it does not @név
that our donkeys remain human beings with theiraidtar and their reactions which we cannot always
foresee. Even if donkeys are very well allowed ety the children, the permanent attentiveness of a
adult is necessary.

HOW TO EQUIP YOURSELF IN BEST

Do not charge too much calculate, please, what is really necessarydor yaccording to the chosen
accommodation (you do not need a towels of toihet sleeping bags if you sleep in guest houses for
example).

Think in :

Prepare your luggage so as to be able to put timehdiagtribute them easily in big bags (sports bags
or rucksacks, or even simply solid bin liners. Sases are to be avoided) to put the same weight in
each of both bags (20 kilos maxi in every big ag child rises on the donkey). Think of taking a
bag or several small rucksacks which you can camryour back if the donkey is too much loaded
with!

Take a bottle of water by person minimum.

Take limp hermetic typical tupperware for your pic, place settings, plates, tumblers, thermos jug
for the coffee, the gourd for the wine and for weder, and to store all this a cool bag (type bag w
frozen food) and 1 or 2 blue blocks to keep youarmc at the cool (Take all this even if you fares
that we prepare you pic nics EXCEPT WHEN you tddeegic nic of the first day of hike, in which
case we supply you all the material of pic nic).

PROVISIONNING

We advise you to have always two or three daysmfigioning with you.

First day: In the morning possibility of providing you indghbakery, the small grocer's shop and the bakery of
Iguerande. Not the others possibilities of prowngig this day

The second dayif you sleep in guest houses no possibilitiepraivisioning this day. If you sleep or bivouac i t
shelter of the CEP, in the evening in your arriyaly will find all you need in the village (butcteshop, bakery,
small grocer's shop, pharmacy and even a bank!).

The third day: For those who slept at the shleter, possibilitieprovisionning at the start of the hike in thkage
and for those who slept in the B&B, no possibisit@ provisioning
